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Sobo, Katamuki and Okue Biosphere Reserve
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The Sobo, Katamuki and Okue Mountains - which straddle Oita
and Miyazaki Prefectures - and their surrounding areas are home to
some of the tallest mountains in Kyushu. The area has developed a
diverse and precious ecosystem with abundant vegetation and
spectacular scenery, such as the beautiful gorges descending from
the steep mountains.

The people living in the region have long respected and
protected this plentiful nature while making good use of the bounty
it offers. They have made a living through agriculture, forestry, and
other occupations, and have passed on unique ways of living and
culture, such as kagura (Shinto music and dance).

In June 2017, the area was registered as a UNESCO Biosphere
Reserve in recognition of this rich history of coexistence between
nature and people.
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UNESCO Biosphere Reserves are model areas that have rich ecosystems where sustainable economic activities utilizing local natural resources are promoted. They
were initiated by UNESCO in 1976 with the aim of balancing the conservation and sustainable use of ecosystems. While the fundamental principles of Natural World
Heritage sites are to protect unspoiled nature, UNESCO Biosphere Reserves aim for sustainable development where nature conservation and local people's livelihoods
coexist in harmony. A total of 759 regions in 136 countries are registered as of July 2024.
